The article is dedicated to the study of the poten-
tial of using the ChatGPT generative program in
the development of English lexical competence
of students of the first (bachelor) level of higher
education, field of knowledge 20 Agricultural sci-
ences and food, specialty 201 “Agronomy’. The
traditional communicative method of teaching
lexical units used in a foreign language class was
analyzed, the essence and functional features
of the ChatGPT content generator were deter-
mined, and the possibilities of its use by teach-
ers and students at various stages of education
were systematized. At the first stage, teachers
were suggested the opportunity to present new
lexical items using ChatGPT, such as: formu-
lating definitions of new lexical items, creating
riddles and sentences with new words that will
help students check their understanding, as well
as texts that will serve as a context for introduc-
ing new vocabulary. At this stage, ChatGPT can
serve as an electronic translator or to search for
synonyms of a word to check its meaning. At the
second stage, teachers and students can cre-
ate training exercises in ChatGPT, in particular:
multiple choice, filling in the blanks, short answer
and true / false. At the third stage, a teacher can
use ChatGPT to develop dialogues, in particular
their pairs with gaps in different places, which
will allow the implementation of tasks such as
Information Gap Activity; texts with gaps that can
be used as Cloze-tests, as well as projects and
cases. Students can use the mobile version of
the program, which has the function of verbal
communication with a chatbot. The level of com-
plexity of this communication can be regulated by
commands to reduce the pace of speech, para-
phrasing words, etc.

At the same time, it was noticed, the ChatGPT
program has certain shortcomings, among which
are errors in the Ukrainian translation of words and
the need to check the reliability of information.
