The article discusses the development of the
reading competence of senior high school stu-
dents in the foreign language classroom. Read-
ing is a crucial communicative skill and the
primary mode of communicating in a foreign
language which students are required to master
according to the current Curriculum and the State
Standard for Foreign Languages.

The aim of the presented research is to explore
effective methods and strategies for the develop-
ment of students’ text comprehension and analy-
sis skills. The paper focuses on the identification
of advanced pedagogical approaches to the
development of reading skills, their implementa-
tion, and the evaluation of their effectiveness in
the learning process; to analyze various methods
and strategies to be used in English classes for
the further enhancement of reading skills.

The article presents the key methods and strate-
gies in the process of acquiring reading compe-
tence, discusses some methods and strategies
for developing reading competence. To obtain
objective data and thoroughly analyse the effec-
tiveness of methods and strategies for develop-
ing reading competence, we conducted a survey
by questioning senior students via a Google
form, based on which we drew conclusions about
students’ reading skills in English. The results of
the survey reflect important aspects in the devel-
opment of reading competence. Based on the
study, conclusions have been drawn about the
level of senior students’ reading competence, as
well as the effectiveness of methods and strat-
egies for developing students’ reading compe-
tence in foreign language classes.

From our perspective future research could focus
on studying the impact of modern technologies
on the development of reading competence and
their utilization during lessons. The chosen topic
could serve as a starting point for studying the
development of reading competence of different
age groups, including children, teenagers, and
adults.
