The article is devoted to one of the current top-
ics of the influence of the media space on mod-
ern youth and its use in education. In particular,
the essence of the concept of media space is
revealed through a variety of interpretations.

The media is a powerful tool for influencing
behaviour, disseminating information and shap-
ing public opinion, which is essential for promot-
ing development outcomes and positive change.
That is why it is so important to use it with benefit
for today’s youth. Media can serve as an educa-
tional tool, facilitating lifelong learning and provia-
ing educational content. Educational television
programs, online resources can complement for-
mal education and provide valuable knowledge
and skills for the population.

The main focus of the article is on the influence
of media and the possibilities of using it for learn-
ing through television, social networks and video.
Highlighting the positive and negative effects of
media on teens, and thanks to Stacy Jo Dixon’s
analysis, the proportion of teens in the United
States who engaged in certain media and the
Internet on a daily basis during the coronavirus
pandemic as of June 2021, by age 13 to for 18
Yyears, the three most popular means of obtain-
ing information have been identified: television,
social networks, and video viewing.

The positive use of them in education is also
noted. These media often offer in-depth analy-
sis, educational resources, case studies, and
expert interviews to deepen knowledge, thereby
expanding the field of knowledge. The impor-
tance of the media space in education is difficult
to overestimate, as the future lies in this direction
and we clearly noticed it during the coronavirus
pandemic.

In addition, media can be used in almost any
discipline to enhance learning, both for extracur-
ricular activities and in the classroom. So, in turn,
the media makes obtaining information more
interesting, accessible and interactive, over-
comes limitations in space and time, inspires and
interests. Also, among the competencies that
can be developed using media as educational
resources, it is worth highlighting civic and social
competence, which helps participation in social
integration in a productive and effective way.
