The given article touches upon the issue of plan-
ning as one of the effective tools for teaching a
foreign language for a specific purpose. In partic-
ular, it reveals the main approaches to so-called
co-planning.

The work is a logical follow-up of the previous
research on co-teaching strategies, which proved
to be an effective way of teachers’ collaboration.
There are have been studied possible ways of
mutual planning in the process of developing
courses of a foreign language for a specific pur-
poses, syllabuses, as well as separate modules,
lessons and even different kinds of activities for
lessons. Co-planning can be of two kinds: mac-
roplanning, which is predominantly applied in the
process of developing courses and syllabuses.
Such kind of cooperation allows better defining
general goals and objectives of the course, as
well as skills and competences which students
are to acquire; deciding on the scope of mate-
rial for a course and arranging it due to the time
assigned for the course. Microplanning, in its
turn, is efficient while mutually planning lessons
and particular activities for the lessons. Its main
advantage is clear outlining of learning objec-
tives and out-comes, as well as approaches to
assessment of students’ performance and prog-
ress. Moreover, it enables teachers to share their
valuable experience, develop and adapt teach-
ing materials etc, which promotes the teach-
ing practice and boosts students’ motivation to
the subject. In case of co-teaching — collective
teaching in the class — co-planning also suppose
choosing an effective co-teaching model accord-
ing to the lesson objectives and outcomes, clear
defining of roles, activities, tasks and instructions,
as well as timing for every kind of activity.

The article focuses on the advantages of co-
planning, and reveals obstacles and difficulties
which teachers might face while co-planning.
Key words: co-planning, co-teaching, co-teach-
ing strategies, learning goals, learning objectives,
learning outcomes.
