The paper is devoted to the investigation of a
reading policy in Sweden in the 20th century
which caused its modern situation in this coun-
try. The peculiarity of Sweden comparing with
other countries of Western Europe is the fact that
reading is considered to be one of key activities
promoting the development of personality and
the democracy for the good of the country. This
statement is confirmed by the network of libraries
which take part in the distribution of qualitative
literature and teaching the skills of informative
reading. Reading as a process of forming sen-
tences from the words and then creating images
develops imagination and, as a result, creative
skills. Therefore, promoting the development of
reading skills, especially, in the period of inten-
sive implementation of information technologies,
prevents losses of creative potential of the nation.
The investigation revealed that in the 20th cen-
tury in Sweden, the policy of reading promotion
was based first and foremost on printing and dis-
tributing the qualitative literature. It was thought
that a literate person would become an active
reader on their own if being promoted properly.
In the 18th century, clergymen were responsible
for the literacy of Sweden population and their
ability to read the religious literature. They visited
parishioners at their homes and checked their lit-
eracy by tests. In the 20th century these activities
belonged to the libraries, and librarians gained
the authority to visit citizens and teach them what
and how to read to their children. Libraries at the
workplace got the financial aid from the state until
they became the tool for the fight for the work-
ers’ rights. Then the reading policy shifted the
emphasis to the development of the citizens’
personal skills and literature tastes beginning
from the children’s literature and basing on the
assumption that a person gaining reading skills
in their childhood would stay a good reader while
growing.
