In the current conditions of civilizational devel-
opment worldwide, issues of inclusive educa-
tion are becoming increasingly relevant, with its
importance and priority over other forms of edu-
cation being widely discussed. One of the trends
in the modern educational landscape is a univer-
sal shift from eltist education to quality education
for all. Today, inclusive education in Ukraine and
abroad is evolving at various levels: political, sci-
entific, and organisational-practical. The study of
global inclusive practices in the education system
allows for the process of socialisation of individu-
als with disabilities to become more effective,
based on an individual approach to each person.
The aim of this article is to substantiate the prior-
ity of addressing the individual needs of students
with disabilities and special educational needs
during their studies in the inclusive university
environment of medical higher education insti-
tutions. An analysis of international studies on
various aspects of higher inclusive education
has been carried out, and global practices and
trends in the organisation of inclusive university
environments within medical higher education
institutions have been characterised. The views
of international academic schools on the forma-
tion of specific educational needs and their imple-
mentation for individuals with disabilities in uni-
versity environments across different countries
have been summarised. The main obstacles to
organising inclusive education have been identi-
fied, including physical, educational, and social
barriers, as well as a lack of infrastructure for
convenient and comfortable learning for indi-
viduals with disabilities and special educational
needs. It has been established that significant
elements of adapting students with disabilities to
the conditions of higher education depend on a
range of social and biological factors, including
awareness of existing problems and stigmatis-
ing circumstances, the development of indepen-
dence and opportunities for professional growth,
and the implementation of inclusive educational
technologies in the university environment.
