The article overviews the creation and imple-
mentation of the universal social-emotional stu-
dying program Preschool PATHS for preschool
children, particularly at the kindergartens of the
United Kingdom and Croatia.

Preschool PATHS (Domitrovich, 2007) is a basic
comprehensive educational program for the for-
mation of preschool children’s social and emo-
tional competencies. Preschool PATHS (Promo-
ting Alternative Thinking Strategies) is a universal
preventive program that focuses on the develop-
ment of social and emotional skills aiming the
prevention of negative behaviour and relation-
ships with other children and adults.

There is a number of scientifically based social-
emotional learning programs (SEL), inclu-
ding Incredible Years (Webster-Stratton & Reid,
2010), Fun Friends (Pahl & Barrett, 2010), Emo-
tion (Izard, 2008), | Can Problem Solve (Shure
& Spivak, 1982), and Al's Pals: Kids Making
Healthy Choices (Wingspan, 1999; Lynch,
Geller, Schmidt, 2004).

It was found that SEL Preschool PATHS fun-
damental program is based on theoretical
models of modern neuroscience. For exam-
ple, the ABCD model (affective-behavioural-
cognitive-dynamic), which determines that the
primary priority in child’s mental development
is the integration of affects and the language
of emotions, cognitive understanding and
behavioural manifestations that influence the
formation of social and emotional competen-
cies. The leading idea of the ABCD model is
that in the process of growing up and forming
a child’s personality, his emotional develop-
ment precedes other forms of cognition. In
the early age it's necessary to combine emo-
tional development with cognitive and linguistic
functions.

It was found that children with special edu-
cational needs also received positive effects
being involved into the universal SEL PATHS
program. The psycho-emotional characteristics
of such categories of children should be taken
into account during the process of implemen-
tation SEL programs. There is an urgent need
to create and implement scientifically based
SEL programs for preschool children with SEN
to reduce their maladaptive behaviour and
increase social and emotional competencies
within the framework of special education.
